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1. Introduction
The home agent discovery is necessary before performing the H1 PDN attach procedure between the UE and the home agent. To perform this procedure, the UE shall know the IP address of the home agent. To discover this address, the stage 2 defined three ways: via DNS, via PCO during the PDP Context Activation Procedure in GERAN/UTRAN accesses and via IKEv2 when connecting to the the PDG in 3GPP I-WLAN.
The DNS method is the same as described in the 3GPP TS 24.303. So this method is only referenced here.

On the other hand, for the PCO and the IKEv2 methods, they shall pointed out to the 24.008 and 24.324.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree on the text added to the home agend discovery subclause in the TS 24.327.

Editor’s note: This subclause will contain UE procedures for the Attach which are not described in TS 24.303. It will describe in particular the case when the UE is attached to the GPRS system with mobility supported. These procedures will include the home link detection, if different from what specified in TS 24.303.
5.1.2.x
Discovery of the home agent address

5.1.2.x.1
General

The first procedure the UE needs to perform for DSMIPv6 initial attach is the discovery of the node acting as the home agent.

The UE can discover the IP address of the home agent in one of the three following ways:

-
Via DNS;

-
Via PDP Context Activation procedure in GERAN/UTRAN accesses based on Protocol Configuration Options (PCO);

-
Via IKEv2 during tunnel setup to PDG for I-WLAN access.

The home agent discovery based on DNS is described in the 3GPP TS 24.303 [3].

5.1.2.x.2
Home agent address discovery based on PCO

During the PDP context activation procedure in GPRS systems, the UE may request the IPv6 address and optionally the IPv4 address of the home agent using the PCO IE. The GGSN may then send the home agent address(es) to the UE using the PCO information element. The details of this procedure are described in 3GPP TS 24.008 [x].

5.1.2.x.3
Home agent address discovery based on IKEv2 signalling

The UE may request the IPv6 and optionally the IPv4 address of the home agent during the tunnel establishment procedure with the PDG. The details of this procedure are described in 3GPP TS 24.234 [y].
