1. Introduction
This document presents the UE procedures during a handover from GPRS systems (i.e. GERAN or UTRAN accesses) to 3GPP I-WLAN. If the H1 PDN attach was not performed when the UE was connected to the GERAN/UTRAN, the UE shall perform the H1 PDN Attach once it is connected to the 3GPP I-WLAN.
When changing an access, the UE will have a new IP address, as a Care-of-Address (CoA). This CoA shall be sent to the home agent then the packets will be routed correctly to the UE.
If the UE was on its home link when connecting to the GERAN/UTRAN accesses, the UE shall send a binding update message to the home agent to send out its new IP address (CoA).
2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree on the text added to the UE procedures from the handover from GPRS systems to the 3GPP I-WLAN subclause in the TS 24.327.

Handover

Editor’s note: This subclause will contain the UE and Home Agent procedures for Handover. Only the procedures that are specific to GPRS-IWLAN mobility are specified; the text will refer to TS 24.303 for the common procedures.

5.2.1
General

The handover procedure is performed by the UE when it is moving from GERAN or UTRAN accesses to 3GPP I-WLAN and vice-versa.

Handover from GPRS systems to 3GPP I-WLAN

5.2.2.2
UE procedures
When the UE is connected to the GPRS systems and wants to move to 3GPP I-WLAN, the UE shall initiate the tunnel establishment procedure towards the PDG as described in 3GPP TS 24.234 [y]. The UE shall then perform the home link detection as described in subclause 5.1.2.x. If the UE has received the home agent address when connecting to the GPRS systems, e.g. via PCO, but has not attached to the home agent i.e. the UE was on its home link, the UE shall perform the H1 PDN attach with the home agent after the attachment to the 3GPP I-WLAN. During the handover, the UE keeps using the GERAN or UTRAN accesses.

If the UE had performed the H1 PDN attach procedure when connecting to the GPRS systems, then the UE sends a Binding Update message to inform the home agent of its Care-of-Address and the home agent replies with Binding Acknowledgement message towards the UE.

If the UE, when connecting to the GPRS systems, had not received the home agent address, the UE should discover the IP address of the home agent during the tunnel establishment procedure to the PDG in 3GPP I-WLAN as described in subclause 5.1. The UE can also discover the home agent address via DNS as described in subclause 5.1.2. After the discovery of the home agent, the UE shall perform the H1 PDN Attach procedure with the home agent.

Once the handover is completed, the data will be routed by the home agent to UE's CoA via the 3GPP I-WLAN.
