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Introduction

At the previous CT1 meeting RIM presented a discussion paper (C1-081718) proposing to enhance initial Filter Criteria so that initial Filter Criteria can instruct the S-CSCF to include contents from the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the third party SIP REGISTER request and also can be instructed to include other SIP headers and MIME bodies with filter criteria defined contents in the third party SIP REGISTER or potentially other SIP requests as well such as SIP INVITE. A related CR to TS 23.218 was also presented.
However while there was some general support for the proposal several companies stated their concern about the complexity of the proposal and that they believed that simply including either the entire incoming SIP REGISTER request or the incoming SIP REGISTER request with sensitive headers removed in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request was sufficient.
Discussion
The need even for some Filter Criteria trigger was also questioned. However this is necessary as always including the incoming SIP REGISTER Request in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request is not necessarily backward compatible with existing Application Servers which may not handle correctly a third party SIP REGISTER request containing a message/sip or message/sipfrag MIME body. This is certainly the case for those Application Servers that use the existing Service-Info body that would no longer be able to obtain the Service-Info body unless they also supported multipart/mixed MIME bodies.
Therefore it is clear that some kind of enhancement to the Filter Criteria to instruct the S-CSCF to include the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request is needed.
Proposal

It is proposed that the Filter Criteria is enhanced to include an <include-Register-request> element.
When the <include-Register-request> element is present for the AS that the third party SIP REGISTER request is to be sent to the S-CSCF:

1. Includes the entire incoming SIP REGISTER request as a message/sip MIME body in the third party SIP REGISTER request if the AS is part of the trust domain

2. Includes a subset of the incoming SIP REGISTER request (with the sensitive headers such as P-Access-Network-Info removed) as a message/sipfrag MIME body in the third party SIP REGISTER request if the AS is not part of the trust domain

3. If the <Service-Info> element is present in the Filter Criteria then when the incoming SIP REGISTER request is include in a message/sip or message/sipfrag this is included along with the <service-info> in a multipart/mixed MIME body. 
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
