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Discussion at SA/CT#40 on I1 reference point:

There were discussion on how to progress I1 reference point for ICS in CT#40 and SA#40. The following statement was agreed at SA#40 as noted from the Draft Report of TSG SA meeting #40
……
The TSG SA Chairman proposed that as this was agreed in the original Scope of Rel‑8 and that there was no consensus to remove it at present, that the I1 work is allowed to continue, but should not be allowed to jeopardise the SAE work. The progress and status of the work will be reviewed at TSG#41 and a decision made on whether to keep it in Rel‑8 or remove it from the specifications. This was forward was agreed.
……
We believe this is reasonable and would like to follow the guidance for the future work.

Challenges to specify the new I1 protocol:

Specifying a new protocol is a task that requires significant considerations. The following (but not limited to) are major protocol design aspects identified to be considered in CT1:

Functional requirements:

· Basic functional requirements were specified in TS 23.292 (Stage 2) but not organized completely and systematically.

· Still home work to derive direct protocol design requirements.
Semantics:　 
· Design of protocol objects to be considered, e.g. session/dialog, transaction, command/request/response, information elements/headers.
· Definitions of these protocol elements to implement the functional/non-functional requirements.

Syntax: 
· General syntax definition and encoding rules.

· Encoding of each protocol elements.
Usage of transport protocol:
· USSD for 3GPP access.

· Other mechanisms for non-3GPP access?

Other non-functional aspects:
· Extensibility.
· Efficiency.
Proposal

As the rapporteur company for the proposed new specification, we would like to propose the following way forward in CT1 to structure the progress in a feasible manner: 
Start the work in CT1:
· So as to get better understanding of the work and estimation of the effort needed.
· The TS skeleton and scope are submitted to this meeting for discussion and approval as an initiation.

Rapporteur will take upon himself to:
· Leverage off-line mechanisms as much as possible to resolve uncertainty and save meeting time: e.g. conference calls, collection of proposals from interested companies; pre/post meeting preparations, etc.

· Organize with interested companies to provide initial solutions with as many aspects considered as possible for ease of comparison, evaluation, and identifying conflicts as early as possible to help progress the work in an efficient way.

CT#41 to review the progress of the work 
· For final decision whether to remove it out of Rel-8 or not.
