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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS on Enhancements for SRNS Relocation and CT4 for their related Reply LS (C4-081483/C1-082256). 

CT1has reviewed the Technical Report attached to the LS from RAN3 and the comments given by CT4 and would like to add the following comments:

1) CT1 confirms CT4's opinion that TS 23.009 will be affected, e.g. the section about intra-MSC SRNS relocation will need to be updated.

2) CT1 noted that according to the latest version v 0.4.0 of TR 3.021, the DL NAS messages received during the relocation will be forwarded from the serving to the target RNC, and that it is intended to forward also DL NAS messages received after the transmission of RNSAP: Relocation Commit. CT1 appreciate this change compared to previous version of the TR, since for the NAS protocols for the CS domain no retransmission mechanism is specified for the DL and the loss of a single message might result e.g. in the failure of a call setup.

3) CT1 would also like to highlight that the UL NAS messages for the CS domain protocols are containing a send sequence number, and the mechanism for the detection of message duplication requires that the UL NAS messages are delivered strictly in sequence. CT1 kindly ask RAN3 to take care that this in-sequence delivery is also fulfilled for UL messages sent via the target cell before and after the relocation of the user and control plane.
