5.6.2.1
General

The paging procedure is used by the network to request the establishment of a NAS signalling connection to the UE. The use of the paging procedure for other purpose is to request the mobile terminating CS fallback procedure.

Paging for CS fallback
The network may initiate the paging procedure for non-EPS services when the UE is IMSI attached for non-EPS services.
To initiate the procedure when no NAS signalling connection exists, the EMM entity in the network requests the lower layer to start paging (see 3GPP TS 36.300 [12], 3GPP TS 36.413 [15]). The paging message includes "CN Domain Indicator" to indicate that this is CS Fallback paging.
