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Introduction

At the previous CT1 meeting CRs were agreed that enhanced initial Filter Criteria so that initial Filter Criteria can instruct the S-CSCF to include the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the third party SIP REGISTER request.
Subsequent to the approval of these CRs there have been additional suggestions made as to how initial Filter Criteria. and the third party registration could be further enhanced to optimise the provision of information to the AS at registration and de-registration.
Discussion
Proposal 1: Include the 200 OK response to the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request
This proposal would provide to the AS the implicitly registered public user identities from the P-Associated-URI header and also the Public GRUU from the Contact header.  The GRUU may currently be derived by the AS from the Instance ID contained in the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request if it knows the algorithm used by the S-CSCF to generate the GRUU from the Instance ID. However if the AS obtains the actual GRUU from the 200 OK response to the REGISTER then the AS isn’t dependent on knowing the GRUU generation algorithm and can cope with S-CSCFs that use different GRUU generation procedures.
Such an enhancement seems easy to make and it is proposed that an additional Include Register Response element be defined for initial Filter Criteria that when present would instruct the S-CSCF to include the 200 OK response to the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request. The specification text for this can be easily generated from the text already agreed for including the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the third party SIP REGISTER request.

Proposal 2: Support including the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the third party SIP REGISTER request also for deregistration when the Include Register Request is included in the initial Filter Criteria

Currently the incoming SIP REGISTER request can only be included in the third party SIP REGISTER request for initial registration and re-registrations not for user initiated de-registration. Modifying the procedure to have the incoming SIP REGISTER request included in the third party SIP REGISTER request also for deregistration would allow the AS to determine which Contact (and its associated capabilities) was deregistered in the multiple registration scenario.
This also would be a very minor change to TS 24.229 requiring only that the existing logic for including the incoming SIP REGISTER request in the body of the third party SIP REGISTER request also apply for the user initiated de-registration case as well
Proposal

It is proposed that the above proposed enhancements be discussed and if there is support for these enhancements then RIM will bring CRs to the next meeting to implement them in release 8.
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
