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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes a way forward for subclause 7.3 of TS 24.302
2. Reason for Change
Subclause 7.3 of TS 24.302 is left empty. To complete the tasks and provide CT Plenary with a completed version of TS 24.302, subclause 7.3 must be completed or the subclause be removed.
Subclause 7.3 was placed into TS 24.302 when 24.hkl was created. In those days, it was considered that the subclause of Clause should be drafted along the lines of Tunnel Management in 24.234.  Now with the understanding that TS 33.402 specifies those 3GPP AAA server procedures – in particular 33.402, Clause 8 - it is suggested here that CT1 does not need to elaborate (and hence avoid duplicate elaboration of) those UE – 3GPP AAA server procedures. It is sufficient that TS 24.302 subclause 7.3 makes a reference to TS 33.402
Note: If CT1 decides against placing a refernece to 33.402 in subclause 7.3, the contributor request CT1 as an alternative consider removing the entire subclause 7.3
