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Introduction

IETF RFC 5279 allocates the “3gpp” Namespace Identifier (NID) for Uniform Resource Namespace (URN) resources published by the 3rd Generation Partnership Project (3GPP). 3GPP TS 24.615 is believed to contain such a resource. This document proposes a initial hierarchy for registration of such 3GPP resources.

Possible hierarchies

IETF and OMA have established hierarchies. 

OMA hierarchy for XML Schema resources can be found here: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/Tech/omna/omna-schema-namespaces.aspx. The allocation of URNs within the xml resource set is based upon a naming model that uses domain segregation of the namespace. The model follows the following grammar:

urn:oma:xml:{SchemaDomain}:{SchemaSpecificTag}

For example, the following namespaces have been registered:


urn:oma:xml:xdm:common-policy

urn:oma:xml:xdm:resource-list:oma-appusage

IETF hierarchy for XML Schema resources can be found here: http://www.iana.org/assignments/xml-registry/ns.html. RFC3688 defines an IANA maintained registry of XML documents used within IETF protocols. The following is one example of a entry for the 'ns' class of documents.

Detailed Proposal

It is proposed that 3GPP adopts similar guidelines for registering XML namespaces. It is proposed to include the following text on a web page hosted on the 3gpp server.

<h1>3GPP XML Namespace Registry</h1>

The 3GPP XML Namespace registry includes URNs with a NID according to IETF RFC 5279. 

The XML namespace is further sub-divided into specification identifiers that make mention of the XML document identified by the namespace. Subsequent tags can follow. The model follows the following grammar:

urn:3gpp:xml:ns:{SpecificationNumber}:{SchemaSpecificTags}

For each listed URN there is an associated XML Schema. The following table links to the current schema-based URN allocations.
