Validation against Service Capability
On receiving a XCAP request to modify service settings for a supplementary service, the AS shall check whether it has a defined service capability document for the subscription of the sender for the XCAP request. If a service capability document is available, the AS shall validate the XCAP request against constraints defined in that document and only accept modifications that are allowed by the service capability document. If the validation fails, the AS shall respond with a 409 (Conflict) response as defined in RFC 4825 [8].
NOTE:
The XML schema for the service capability document for a supplementary service is defined in the respective supplementary service specification.
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
