	SA2 has informed CT1 by LS in C1-091361 / S2-091706 that, quote: “In order to modify the QCI for a provided packet filter, the UE shall provide the same packet filter in an add operation with a different QCI”. Therefore, only the add operation allows to request a change QCI.
Additionally, the stage 2 on EPS (in TS 23.401) indicates (section 5.4.5) the following:

The UE also sends the QCI requested and GBR, if applicable, for the added traffic flows.
It is also important to consider that in stage 2 specification in the part describing the modification operation only the GBR is covered.

Furthermore, note that no change has been agreed at the last SA2 meeting (#72) on this.

All in all, in stage 2 the case of request of modification (change) of QCI using the modification operation is not defined. The stage 2 requirements are only on the add operation.
However, when one reads TS 24.301 sees that on one hand, for the general section of the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure, the modification of QCI is possible. On the other hand, in the rest of the sub-clauses of the procedure there is no mention on the possibility of requesting a modification (change) of QCI. For example, the procedure initiation description sub-clause only defines the GBR change.

General

The purpose of the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure is for a UE to request a modification or release of bearer resources for a traffic flow aggregate. When requesting a modification of bearer resources for a traffic flow aggregate, the UE can modify the existing GBR. If accepted by the network, this procedure invokes a dedicated EPS bearer context activation procedure (see subclause 6.4.2), an EPS bearer context modification procedure (see subclause 6.4.3), or an EPS bearer context deactivation procedure (see subclause 6.4.4).
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
