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Abstract of the contribution:

There are WLAN SSID priority list present both in USIM and ANDSF MO. The WLAN SSID list in USIM is used in the “WLAN UE I-WLAN Selection procedure” in order to connect with the most desired PLMN network. It is not clear how ANDSF MO on the UE can be involved in this procedure. This discussion paper aims to list the scenarios to analyze how ANDSF MO can be involved. 
Note: ANDSF server is not involved at all.
1 Introduction
(1) Scenario: Switch on or following recovery from lack of WLAN radio coverage.
TS 24.234 defines the “WLAN UE I-WLAN Selection procedure” in section 5.2.1. It uses the WLAN WSID lists in the USIM and UE memory to try to connect with the most desired PLMN network.
These procedures are applicable to initial network selection at WLAN UE switch on and following recovery from lack of WLAN radio coverage.
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2 Discussion

(1) Scenario 1: Switch on or following recovery from lack of WLAN radio coverage.
The existing mechanism will use the WLAN Identifier list in following order:
(1) WLAN Identifier lists in USIM

(2) WLAN Identifier lists in UE memory.

(3) Implementation order

When ANDSF MO exists in the UE, it also provides the WLAN Identifier lists. There are several possibilities about how to use the ANDSF MO to facilitate this procedure:

(A) When the UE is not roaming, the WLAN Identifier lists within ANDSF MO will be equal to the “Home WLAN Specific Identifier List”. 

(2) Scenario 2: Switch from other network to WLAN-3GPP inter-working in normal case

The WLAN Identifier lists within ANDSF MO can be solely used to connect to the HPLMN or EHPLMN as the fastest approach. 

3 Conclusion

It is not clear for the usage of ANDSF MO in WLAN selection. Based on the discussion result, Huawei will provide CR in the next CT1 meeting to clarify this issue.
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
