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Introduction

IETF RFC 5279 allocates the “3gpp” Namespace Identifier (NID) for Uniform Resource Namespace (URN) resources published by the 3rd Generation Partnership Project (3GPP). 3GPP TS 24.615 is believed to contain such a resource. This document proposes a initial hierarchy for registration of such 3GPP resources.

Possible hierarchies

IETF and OMA have established hierarchies. 

OMA hierarchy for XML Schema resources can be found here: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/Tech/omna/omna-schema-namespaces.aspx. The allocation of URNs within the xml resource set is based upon a naming model that uses domain segregation of the namespace. The model follows the following grammar:

urn:oma:xml:{SchemaDomain}:{SchemaSpecificTag}

For example, the following namespaces have been registered:


urn:oma:xml:xdm:common-policy

urn:oma:xml:xdm:resource-list:oma-appusage

IETF hierarchy for XML Schema resources can be found here: http://www.iana.org/assignments/xml-registry/ns.html. RFC3688 defines an IANA maintained registry of XML documents used within IETF protocols. The following is one example of a entry for the 'ns' class of documents.

Registration procedure
URNs that are registered by 3GPP are listed on http://www.3gpp.com/Uniform-Resource-Name-URN-list.html. 
Applications for new entries must be made via email to the TSG CT WG1 Secretary. Applications must contain:

· a proposal for the URN value; 

· a brief description of its functionality; 

· a reference to the specification or other publicly available document (if any) containing the definition; 

· the name and email address of the person making the application; and 

· any supplementary information considered necessary to support the application.

Detailed proposal

The table structure in use on http://www.3gpp.com/Uniform-Resource-Name-URN-list.html is copied. The table structure is proposed to be reused. The change marked text is new text.
It is proposed to agree the model: urn:3gpp:ns:{UniqueIdentifier}:{OptionalSchemaSpecificTags}.

It was suggested to also have a registry for XML namespaces URIs that do not conform to the above model. Such a registry would include URLs and URIs not according to RFC 5279. This document proposes that such a registry should be subject of a separate, future proposal.

It is proposed to task MCC to update the webpage identified as http://www.3gpp.com/Uniform-Resource-Name-URN-list.html, and append a registry as described below. 
XML Namespace Registry for the Namespace Identifier (NID) equal to 3gpp as described in RFC 5279:
The XML namespace has a NID set to 3gpp. It is recommended that domain segregation of the namespace can follow: the URNs identifying namespaces are in the class “ns”. Subsequent tags can follow
