1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to inform RAN2 that the basic design concept of SSAC was agreed at CT1#59. 

As described in the attachment, CT1 agreed that SSAC should be based on the AS/ NAS functional split principle as in Rel-8 access control, i.e.,

· The NAS layer provides the “call type” to the AS layer.

· The AS layer performs access barring check based on the “call type” indication and maintains a barring timer. The AS layer indicates barring/ alleviation to the NAS layer.

with some enhancements to support the SA1 requirements, i.e., independent access barring control for MMTEL-voice and MMTEL-video. To fulfill these requirements, CT1 agreed to define new “call types” of “mobile originated MMTEL-voice” and “mobile originated MMTEL-video”. When these services are initiated by the UE, these call types will be indicated to the AS layer upon service request, so that the AS layer can perform independent access barring control for MMTEL-voice and MMTEL-video based on this call type indication and the broadcast information. CT1 expects that RAN2 will define the rest of the necessary mechanisms, e.g., broadcast information extension, timer maintenance, and barring/ alleviation indication to the NAS layer.

CT1 kindly asks RAN2 to define the following mechanisms for SSAC in their Rel-9 RRC specification.
1)
Enhancement of system information to broadcast independent access barring information for mobile originated MMTEL-voice and MMTEL-video. 

2)
Access barring check for mobile originated MMTEL-voice and MMTEL-video.

3)
Maintenance of independent access barring time for mobile originated MMTEL-voice and MMTEL-video.

4)
Barring/ alleviation indication to the NAS layer.
