Upon receiving the IUA PSI DN conveyed in the initial I1 INVITE request from the SCC AS, the ICS UE shall initiates the call over CS bearer by sending a SETUP message to the enhanced MSC Server as specified in TS 24.008[X] with following addition:

the Called Party Number information element is set to the IUA PSI DN.
When the ICS UE is ringing, The ICS UE shall respond to the received I1 INVITE request with I1 PROGRESS response as follows:
1)
the Call-ID set to a unique identifier to indentify the transaction between the ICS UE and SCC AS;

the Sequence ID set to the sequence of the message; and

3)
the Progress reason set to Ringing.

the B-PARTY set to the address of the Callee party.

Upon receiving an initial SIP INVITE request from originating UE, the SCC AS performs the Terminating Access Domain Selection and chooses the CS domain for the setup of the media. The SCC AS shall generate an I1 INVITE request to the terminating ICS UE as follows:
1)
the Call-ID set to a unique identifier to indentify the transaction between the ICS UE and SCC AS;

the Sequence ID set to the sequence of the message;
3)
the From set to the addrees of the caller party;

4)
the To set to the address of the callee party ICS UE; and
5)
the IUA PSI DN set to the E.164 number allocated by the SCC AS itself..
