	Currently, UE may only provide its location to ANDSF server in ANDSF information request (by setting a value to UE_Location node in ANDSF MO). In some scenarios, it could be beneficial for the UE to be able to indicate to ANDSF in information request if UE wishes to retrieve discovery information, inter-system policy, or both. Also, the usage of ANDSF initiated information provisioning, i.e. ANDSF Push, is corrected: ANDSF cannot send Alert message, only trigger UE to initiate connection with Alert message with Data element set to SERVER-INITIATED MGMT.

ANDSF MO

The ANDSF MO is used to manage intersystem mobility policy- as well as access network discovery information stored in a UE supporting provisioning of such information from an ANDSF.

The ANDSF may initiate the provision of information from the ANDSF by sending a notification SMS to the UE, as defined in [17]. The UE initiates the connection establishment to the ANDSF using a server initiated session alert message.

The UE may initiate the provision of information from the ANDSF, using a client initiated session alert message of code "Generic Alert". The "Type" element of the OMA DM generic alert message shall be set to "urn:oma:at:ext-3gpp-andsf:1.0:provision", if the UE requests for all available information from the ANDSF. The "Type" element of the OMA DM generic alert message shall be set to "urn:oma:at:ext-3gpp-andsf:1.0:provision.policy", if the UE only requests for intersystem mobility policy from the ANDSF, or to "urn:oma:at:ext-3gpp-andsf:1.0:provision.discoveryinformation", if the UE only requests for access network discovery information from the ANDSF.
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
