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Introduction

CT plenary requested information about the current status of the PRIOR work in release 8.

Current status of IMS priority stage 1 work

There has been stage 1 developed in both release 8 and release 9. These are defined in 3GPP TS 22.153.
3GPP TS 22.153 was developed as a new specification in release 8. This provides an outline of a priority service. It does require interworking with the CS domain, but does not specify what namespace shall be used for that interworking. The quoted CS side specifications are those for MLPP which is understood to be a pre-emption service. Preemption is not allowed in public networks.

The changes made to the stage 1 as a result of release 9 are:

1. Mapping of priority levels between networks.

2. Specification that the service can be requested using an input string (presumably a dialstring) instead of a service request.
3. Specification of an additional level of authorisation, over and above the IMS level of authorisation.

These provide for:
1. Support of RFC 4412 at appropriate network entities within the IM CN subsystem, and therefore use of the Resource-Priority header field. No interworking with the CS domain has been defined.

2. Provision of a trust domain to control usage.

3. Support of RFC 4411 at appropriate network entities within the IM CN subsystem. These provide the reason codes for the support of RFC 4412.

4. Statements about stored information being available in the P-CSCF to allow the validity checking of requests from UEs containing the Resource-Priority header field. 

5. General guidance as to what the priority indication can be used for, but no normative specification. It is believed that this is not directly necessary, except where protocol support is required.

Release 8 does currently not provide for:

1. The setting of information in the P-CSCF in relation to individual users, except by configuration.

2. The specification of the impact of priority on associated bearers.

3. The interworking with the CS domain. It needs to be clarified with stage 1 what CS interworking is required.

It is believed all these requirements can be left to release 9, but that the release 8 version of the service is implementable as it is.

In addition, release 9 needs to specify the provision of an application server to provide authentication checking of resource priority. 

We do need a release 9 work item to complete the IMS priority work.
