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	In the current stage 2 specificaiton(see TS 23.401 Annex F), the dedicated bearer context activation procedure can be initiated together with the default EPS bearer context activation procedure. In this case, whether the dedicated bearer context activation procedure succeeds should depend on the result of the default bearer context activation procedure, i.e. if the default EPS bearer context activation procedure fails, the UE shall consider that the dedicated bearer activation(s) has implicitly failed.
When both these procedures succeed, the UE sends the ACTIVATE DEDICATED EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message and the ACTIVATE DEFAULT EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message separately. Thus the MME may receive the ACTIVATE DEDICATED EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message before the ACTIVATE DEFAULT EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message. In this case, the MME shall wait for the ACTIVATE DEFAULT EPS BEARER CONTEXT ACCEPT message before proceeding with the dedicated EPS bearer context activation.

6.4.2.1
General

The purpose of the dedicated bearer context activation procedure is to establish an EPS bearer context with specific QoS and TFT between the UE and the EPC. The dedicated EPS bearer context activation procedure is initiated by the network, but may be requested by the UE by means of the UE requested bearer resource allocation procedure (see subclause 6.5.3) or the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure (see subclause 6.5.4). The dedicated bearer context activation procedure can be part of the attach procedure or be initiated together with the default EPS bearer context activation procedure when the UE initiated stand-alone PDN connectivity procedure. If the attach procedure or the default EPS bearer context activation procedure fails, the UE shall consider that the dedicated bearer activation has implicitly failed.
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
