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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TS 23.041 allows ‘immediate display’ of CBS messages on the UE through message class 0 in the Data Coding Scheme (DCS) (see 23.038) and also, through Geographical Scope (GS) (see 23.041).
When the DCS is set to any message class other than message class 0, then the intention is that the message should not be displayed immediately. Selection of GS=00, Display Mode immediate, is contradictory in this case.

The extension to note 5 in section 9.4.1.2.1 in 3GPP TS 23.041 would resolve this issue:
Note 5: Code 00 is intended for use by network operators for base station IDs. GS=00 shall take precedence over any DCS setting that affects the message display (see 3GPP TS 23.038 [3].
