	The text that describes the access transfer procedure pertaining to the the Gm to I1 transfer has to be updated to reflect the corrections introduced in the current version of the document 24.294. In addition, since the transfer procedure for the Gm to I1 transfer is different then any other transfer procedure (only the call is transferred while the media is left intact), a proper mechanism is needed to execute this transfer.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	The modified text describes the access transfer procedure more accuratly. In addition, the text that describes how the UE employs the Target-session-id information element (to explicitly instructs the SCC AS to tranfer only the callwhile leaving media intact) is provided.

	The UE will not be able to transfer the call from Gm interface to the I1 interface while the media is left intact.

Detailed behaviour of ICS UE

When the ICS UE originates a service control transfer from the Gm interface to the I1interface while maintaining the CS bearer and associated voice media intact, the UE shall generate an I1 Invite message as specified in subclause 6.2.1.2.1 and send it to the SCC AS with the following additions:
1)
include a Target-session-id information element in the I1 Invite message that contains the STI and the Operation subfield value set to "reset", as specified in subclause 7.3.2.8. The STI identifies the dialog that was previously established over the Gm reference point and the Operation subfield value set to "reset". The Operation subfield value set to "reset" indicates that the voice media is left intact and the associated IMS dialog that was established over the Gm reference point is terminated as specified in subclause 7.3.2.8.
NOTE 1:
In this case, some information elements (e.g. To-id, From-id, Privacy) can be omitted from the I1 Invite message, since this information is already known to the SCC AS from the previously established SIP session.
Upon sending the I1 Invite message to the SCC AS, the ICS UE shall not initiates the call over the CS domain by sending a SETUP message to the MSC Server, since the existing voice media will be inherited, as specified in subclause 7.3.2.8.
When the UE receives an I1 Success message from the SCC AS, the UE shall consider service control transfer from the Gm interface to the I1interface ascompleted, and the I1 protocol controlling the inherited CS voice media .
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
