Naming conventions

Initial tdocs shall include the revision number "0" within the tdoc-name.

For example: C1-101234_rev0.doc / C1-101234_rev0.zip

During the meeting, revisions of tdocs will not get assigned new tdoc numbers. Instead revised documents will keep their original document numbers and will add the revision number to the todc name. 

For example:
originally submitted tdoc C1-101234_rev0.doc 
gets revised to C1-101234_rev1.doc

Subject field of emails (for the sake of easier processing), shall take the format of [agendaItemNumber_tdocnumber]

For example: [7.1.1_C1-101234].

Process for CT1#62bis-e electronic meeting

1) Submission of input contributions 

Tdoc number reservation and Tdoc submission will follow the regular CT1 process, i.e. it will be handled by the MCC (Frédéric Firmin) the same way as for a regular CT1 meeting. The Tdoc reservation template will include a contact email address for each Tdoc to be filled at the time of number request.

MCC will provide server space and access for storing the initial input Tdocs and meeting server space for storing revisions for the duration of the e-meeting. MCC will place the initial Tdocs on the meeting server. 

The meeting server address will be announced on the CT1 exploder at the start of the e-meeting. 
The initial input Tdocs will be scanned till Tuesday, 19th January, 15:00 CET by the CT1 leadership, and the following Tdocs will not be enrolled into the electronic meeting, even if companies have targeted the paper for the e-meeting (companies are kindly asked not to submit such Tdocs to the meeting):

· Tdocs applicable to releases or agenda items which are not on the agenda of the meeting.

· Incoming Liaison Statements applicable to releases or agenda items which are not on the agenda of the meeting. These will be postponed to CT1#63.

· Incoming Liaison Statements for which either no proposed reply LS is available at the document deadline or for which a result other than "Noted" is propose. These will be postponed to CT1#63. 

· Tdocs likely requiring extensive and concept level discussions. These Tdocs should rather be submitted to CT1#63.

Proposed response LSs to critical Rel-9 incoming LSs can be submitted to the electronic meeting. Author companies of these critical incoming LSs are responsible for flagging these LSs to MCC (Frédéric Firmin) to make sure they get on the Tdoc list of the electronic meeting by the submission deadline.  Author companies of these incoming LSs are also responsible for arranging the submission of a proposed draft response by the submission deadline.

2) During the meeting…

The electronic meeting will start as indicated above, and will be conducted over the CT1 email exploder. The e-meeting will be kicked off by the chairman of the electronic meeting by sending an e-mail to the CT1 email exploder.

· Companies are expected to make comments over the CT1 e-mail exploder. 
Proposed revisions of the Tdocs themselves shall be sent on the email exploder by the delegates, and will afterwards as well be uploaded to the MCC to the meeting server (Note: during SA2 e-meeting several companies faced problems accessing the FTP server during the meeting, therefore the tdocs shall be made available also by mail).

If certain discussion topics create too much e-mail traffic, the chairman of the electronic meeting will ask involved parties to take discussions off the CT1 e-mail exploder list and to have offline e-mail exchange between the interested people instead.

Offline email exchange may be used where necessary, the author of the related tdoc is responsible for summarising the result of such exchanges on the CT1 email exploder. 


Status document (Chairman’s notes style) will be provided close to 18:00 CET every day leading up to the final deadline.

Comments can be made and discussions can proceed during the weekend (Saturday / Sunday 23rd / 24th January). 

Documents can be "postponed", "withdrawn", "rejected" and of course "revised" at any time during the electronic meeting.  

In order to allow comments from all parties within the indicated time, a document cannot be marked as "agreed" earlier than the indicted deadlines (Tuesday 26th 16:00 for tdocs without revisions / Wednesday 27th 16:00 for revisions). 

3) Document Handling and Decisions
There will be no "pre-agreed" revisions during the electronic meeting.

Liaison Statements (related to the WIs relevant for the electronic meeting) which were proposed "noted" at the start of the meeting and which received requests for presentation or get comments will be postponed to CT1#63.

Deadline for providing new revisions is January 26th (Tuesday) 16:00 CET. Input contributions that received no comments or revision by this time will be considered agreed. Input Liaison Statements which were proposed "Noted" and did not receive comments by this time will be considered noted.
Deadline for final comments is January 27th (Wednesday) 16:00 CET. Revisions that received no comments by this time will be considered agreed.
Documents not agreed during the electronic meeting will need new submission / tdoc number to CT1#63 if the author of the document wants it to be treated there.

Final status document containing decision/status of all input contributions will be made available late January 27th (Wednesday). 
The electronic meeting has full CT1 approval power. 

Agreed documents will be placed on the CT1#63 (San Francisco) agenda under agenda item 4.3 (List of agreed tdocs from CT1#62bis-e). They will be indicated as "agreed". The decision on these tdocs can be revised during CT1#63 in the usual manner, e.g. the agreed tdocs from CT1#62bis-e can be revised during CT1#63.
