Language indication for UCS2
The rules for displaying the network names received in UCS2 are as follows:

1. If the network names contain characters coded in UCS2 having multiple prints defined ISO/IEC 10646 [72], MSC should include the Language Indication IE in MM Info and the UE should display the characters as indicated in the Language Indication IE.

2. If a UCS2 code uniquely identifies a character print (for example, a letter "A"), the UE shall display the character, regardless of Language Indication IE.

3. If the UE does not support the indicated language, the network names shall not be displayed.

4. If the UE does not support the Language Indication IE or the IE is absent or "No indication" is received, the display of characters having multiple prints is implementation dependent.

5. If a unrecognized UCS2 code is received, the network names shall not be displayed on the UE.

6. The UE not supporting UCS2 shall not display the network names received in UCS2.

7. The UE that supports the Language Indication IE should set the "UCS2" field to 1 (the ME has no preference between the use of the default alphabet and the use of UCS2) in Classmark 2.
