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1. If the originating UE subscribes CRS service, the CRS AS serving originating UE is responsible of inserting the URL to be played by the terminating UE in initiating INVITE request, and removing the URL inserted by the originating UE;

2. At the same time, the CRS AS serving originating UE need to insert the feature-tag "g.3gpp.crs" into the Contact header field to indicate the terminating UE that this URL is inserted by the CRS AS, not by the originating UE.

3. If the originating UE does not subscribe CRS service, the originating UE shall not be allowed to insert the feature-tag "g.3gpp.crs". If the originating UE inserts the feature-tag, it can be removed by some functional entities, e.g. ALG.

4.5.5.1
Actions at the originating UE
The UE shall follow the procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [3] for session initiation and termination.
The originating UE may insert an indication in the initial INVITE request to indicate which CRS media that the originating UE wants to play to the terminating UE. 
The originating UE shall not insert the feature-tag "g.3gpp.crs" into the Contact header field in the initial INVITE request.

NOTE: If the originating UE inserts the feature-tag "g.3gpp.crs", this feature-tag needs to be removed by some functional entities, e.g. ALG, which is out of the scope of this specification.

How to insert the indication is FFS.

Editor’s Note:
It is FFS whether a CRS indicator needs to be provided to the terminating UE, if CRS specific procedures are required by the terminating UE.

UE Actions for download and play model

4.5.5.2.2.1
General

If the terminating UE supports the download and play model, and the initial INVITE request received includes a feature-tag "g.3gpp.crs", the UE shall fetch and play the CRS media from the URL contained in Alert-Info header field in the INVITE request from the CRS AS.
If the terminating UE supports the download and play model, and the initial INVITE request received does not include a feature-tag "g.3gpp.crs", the UE shall decide whether to play the media indicated in the URL contained in Alert-Info header field in the INVITE request by local policy or user’s preference.

4.5.5.3.3
AS Actions for download and play model

Upon receiving an initial INVITE request from the served user, the AS supporting download and play model shall insert an Alert-Info header field with the URL of the CRS media as the value into the INVITE request, and forward the INVITE request to the terminating UE.
If the initial INVITE request contains an Alert-Info header field inserted by the originating UE, the AS shall replace this Alert-Info header field with the new one mentioned above.
