	TS 23.221 defines the following for Service Domain Selection:
The ability to select whether the CS domain or the IMS will provide the services is termed the Service Domain Selection (SDS).
and

The service domain selection functionality will decide whether the call is serviced in the CS domain or the IMS.
In addition, the following text indicates that a UE is not required to take the "IMS voice over PS session supported indication" into account when initiating IMS voice calls (with the voice bearer in the PS domain).

If the UE is configured for Voice over IMS, the service domain selection functionality should take the "IMS voice over PS session supported indication" into account and should only initiate IMS voice calls (with the voice bearer in the PS domain) using the RAT where the "IMS voice over PS session supported indication" applies and indicates support.
This document proposes to make modifications such that when informed that voice media is not allowed by the network, the UE automatically attempts the call on the CS domain per SDS procedures.
