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1. Overall Description:

CT1 have been discussing IMS registration refresh and replace procedures when using the Outbound mechanism to facilitate multiple simultaneous registrations. During the meeting, the relationship between a UE and a private user identity was questioned. The uncertainty pertains mainly to the case where a UE does not include a USIM or ISIM (e.g. a UE accessing the IMS via CableLabs DOCSIS or other fixed line access where ISIM is not required on the UE) and the possibility to simultaneously register from multiple UEs using the same private user identity when registering using for example SIP Digest security mechanisms (the case does not preclude other security mechanisms from being used). 
Specifically, it was asked if multiple UEs can simultaneously use the same private user identity?

If the answer to the question is "yes", the use cases where multiple UEs can use the private user identity need to be clarified. It was mentioned by some companies in the room that use cases exist and such configuration is useful to some services.
2. Actions:

To SA3 group.

ACTION: 
3GPP CT1 kindly ask SA3 to provide guidance on the security implications related to the above question and to confirm which UE to private user identity relationship exists and is specified for IMS UEs.
To SA2 group.
ACTION:
3GPP CT1 kindly as SA2 to confirm which UE to private user identity relationship exists and is specified for IMS UEs. Is the case outlined in the above overall description possible under the current UE to private user identity relationship.
To SA1 group.

ACTION:
3GPP CT1 kindly asks SA1 to reply with use cases that support the above question, if such use cases exist.
