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1. Overall Description:

CT1#66 discussed one issue with paging for a CS fallback capable UE in NMO II or III. CT1 discussed a UE based solution but could not agree on it. The scenario is the following:

1 - ISR is activated, i.e. UE’s TIN is set “RAT-related TMSI”

2 - UE performs CS fallback or idle mode mobility and changes to a routing area it has not previously registered with the network. The new RA belongs to the registered LA, but the RA belongs to an SGSN (SGSN2) which is different from the SGSN (SGSN1) with which ISR was activated.

3 – UE performs RAU. During this RAU, communication occurs between SGSN2 and SGSN1, and consequently ISR can not be activated by SGSN2

After step 3, SGs interface is kept in the MSC and locally released in the MME (after receiving indication from S-GW). The MSC will further page through the SGs interface. However, the paging can not reach the UE via S3. Since any further paging for CS services on SGs would be rejected by the MME indicating to the VLR that the UE is detached, one solution identified during the discussion is for the VLR to page on A/Gb or Iu-cs interface after failure on SGs. It should be noted that a modification on the VLR side would be needed for this paging on A/Gb or Iu-cs interface.
2. Actions:
