	When the UE decides based on ISRP information to select an alternative access, the UE invokes the procedure for network selection. The network selection procedure results in selecting the access network and operator with the highest priority level. In the case of dual-radio 3GPP-WLAN device with IFOM, MAPCON (or any combination of these capabilities) enabled, and if the UE implements I-WLAN, the I-WLAN selection procedure (specified in TS 24.234) will be executed at the time when ISRP indicates to select WLAN. Using the existing procedures, the UE may not be able to select the operator which provides connectivity to the UE through the 3GPP interface, i.e. the Registered PLMN (RPLMN). This will be the case if the UE detects a WLAN network with a higher priority operator than the operator selected on the 3GPP interface. As a result, IFOM would not be possible in these cases. 
Additionnaly, ISRP and Discovery information will provide the UE with more informed and dynamic information about available WLAN networks in the UE’s vicinity. I-WLAN network selection procedure (as specified in section 5.2.1 in TS 24.234) and automatic PLMN selection procedure (as specified in section 5.2.4 in TS 24.234) will prevent the UE from using ISRP and Discovery information. 

Therefore, new specification text is required to handle the case when an IFOM capable UE performs I-WLAN selection procedure (I-WLAN network selection and PLMN selection) to extend Registered PLMN concept between 3GPP and WLAN in the case of I-WLAN.

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5.2.x Network selection in the case of IFOM/MAPCON

For a UE with IFOM, MAPCON (or any combination of these capabilities) enabled and, if  WLAN selection is triggered (e.g. evaluation of ISRP) and the UE is using a service with one or more IP flows, the UE shall not execute the I-WLAN selection procedure (as specified in section 5.2.1) nor the PLMN selection procedure (as specified in section 5.2.4). The UE shall access  the following lists of WSIDs in priority order for the scanning of WLAN: 

a) if ISRP information is available and active, each WSID in the “/ISRP/ForFlowBased/RoutingRule/ PrioritizedAccess” (as specified in TS 24.312), and in “/ISRP/ForServiceBased/RoutingRule/ PrioritizedAccess” (as specified in TS 24.312)

b) if not a) then if Discovery information is available, each WSID in the“/DiscoveryInformation/AccessNetworkInformationRef” (as specified in TS 24.312)
c) if not a) nor b) then other WSIDs of the RPLMN supporting 3GPP-WLAN interworking in implementation specific order

If no association and authentication is completed successfully with any I-WLAN found, the UE behaviour is implementation specific.

If the UE associates with one WLAN network following steps a), b) or c) above, the UE shall attempt to authenticate via this WLAN network. 
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
