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1. Introduction

Since the last CT1/3/4/6 meeting in Malta when the CT SIMTC WID was agreed/endorsed, other groups have progressed and taken decisions that impact SIMTC related work needed in CT-groups for Rel-11. This paper provides a short summary of these impacts.

2. Discussion

2.1 Status

A brief summary of decisions and status for SIMTC work done in other groups is given below.

SA

In SA#53 the Rel-11 WI prioritization was discussed and an updated list of WI’s for Rel-11 was agreed as communicated to other groups in SP-110657. This prioritization also impacted SIMTC where some parts are no longer part of Rel-11. The SIMTC parts to be included in Rel-11 are as follows:

· [SIMTC, UID 480030] System Enhancements for Machine-Type Communication features
· Addressing

· Identifiers

· MSISDN-less operation + PS Only

· Device Trigger On-line

· MTCsp, MTCsms interfaces  and functional entities

Note: The completion of the relevant internal and external interfaces is assumed to be required to support the first 4 functions

This will impact the scope of the CT SIMTC accordingly and the work required in CT groups will be reduced compared to initial estimations. Still the remaining tasks in SIMTC will account for a substantial amount of work but it is assumed that the available time for work on Rel-11 will be sufficient for completion of SIMTC.

SA2

There are still no normative specifications available on SIMTC stage 2 tasks. The reduction of the scope will permit more focused work on the tasks to be included in Rel-11 and addition of normative specification should progress more rapidly. It is estimated that normative changes will be agreed in the October SA2 meeting and CT groups should stay updated on the progress to judge when it is an appropriate time to start stage 3 specification work.

SA3

It is estimated that the work planned for SA3 on SIMTC is little impacted by the SA scope cut. Thus no change on the work needed in CT groups (mainly CT6 and possibly CT1) compared to previous estimations.

There is no normative specification done by SA3 available, and it is currently not known when normative specification work will start.

RAN

Since previous CT working group meetings in Malta, RAN has taken the decision to include the work item to introduce EAB for UTRAN and E-UTRAN in Rel-11. This does not result in any changes to the CT WID scope as it was already assumed in the current CT SIMTC WID that RAN would include this work in Rel-11.

RAN2

Discussions have started in RAN2 on solutions for EAB for UTRAN and E-UTRAN, but are still in an early stage. No normative specification is expected to be available for another couple of meetings. The RAN2 work will impact CT1. 

2.2 TSG CT WGs impacts

The recent decisions in other groups on SIMTC related work will impact the scope of the CT SIMTC WID. As no work has been started in CT groups on the tasks removed from the Rel-11 SIMTC SA scope, the only impact is to align the CT WID to the SA WID when updated and available.

3. Conclusion

The work done on SIMTC related issues in other groups have not reached the phase where normative specification is updated, thus CT groups cannot start the stage 3 work. It is however likely that normative changes will be started soon, so CT groups need to follow the progress and prepare for the start of related stage 3 work.

The recent prioritization in SA and decided scope cut needs to be reflected in the CT SIMTC WID to give a correct view of the expected work for CT groups. A draft of the revised WID is presented for information to the WGs to collect further comments between this meeting and the new CT WG meetings in San Francisco where it is intended to agree/endorse a new revision for TSG #54.
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
