For case 1), upon vSRVCC handover the CC state will transition to "active" state and thus it has to be assumed that the user connection will be attached.

For case 2a), section 5.5.2.9 in TS 24.008 (User connection attachment during a mobile terminating call) states:

For data calls:

The mobile station shall attach the user connection when receiving the CONNECT ACKNOWLEDGE message from the network.

Furthermore, section 5.5.2.6 states: 

In the "connect request" state, the call control entity of the mobile station shall, upon receipt of a CONNECT ACKNOWLEDGE message: stop timer T313 and enter the "active" state.

Therefore for 2a) it can be assumed that the user connection will be attached when the CC state transitions to "active" after vSRVCC handover.

For 2b), it is not possible for the UE to indicate to the network, the support of Multimedia CAT during the alerting phase of a mobile originated call, as the UE indicates this capability in the SETUP message, and in SRVCC, there is no SETUP sent by the UE. Subclause 5.3.6.4 states:

A mobile station supporting multimedia CAT during the alerting phase of a mobile originated multimedia call establishment shall indicate support of this capability to the network in the Call Control Capabilities information element in the SETUP message.

Thus the user connection cannot be attached upon vSRVCC handover or via the use of the PROGRESS message (as documented in section 5.3.6.4) for a session in the "early" state, in order to provide Multimedia CAT that was started in IMS and requires interworking to CS due to SRVCC.
Therefore for 2b), it should be assumed that the user connection is attached on receipt of the CONNECT message whereupon the UE enters the "active" state. Subclause 5.2.1.6 states that when the UE receives the CONNECT message, it attaches the user connection and enters the "active" state.
