2. UE/MS later perfroms another periodic TAU but rejected with a T3346. The IdelModeMobilityControlInfo in the RRCConnectionRelease message indicates LTE with the highest priority and includes a RRC T320 value. 
3. UE/MS’s periodic TAU timer T3412 expires, when UE is in LTE
4. UE/MS wants to make an emergency call. UE reselects to 2/3G. The UE/MS performs a LAU before/after the call based on the requirement in 4.4.1. VLR is now in SGs-NULL state
5. The emergency call finishes, and the RRC T320 is still running. The UE selects back to a LTE cell of the same TA.
6. The UE cannot perform a combined TAU due to T3346 running

7. CS emergency callback comes to VLR. The VLR pages on A/Iu interfaces, while UE is in LTE.
