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Introduction

When there is a failure of in the primary IMS, the UE will register with the secondary. And per 24.229 will reregister with the last successful, keeping the UE on the secondary.

Capacity engineering dictates that UE should be re-homed back to the primary.
The AT&T requirement is that the UE is re-homed to the primary in order to maintain load balancing.

Background

From RFC 3261, it seems to me Contact field is mandatory.

21.3.4 305 Use Proxy

   The requested resource MUST be accessed through the proxy given by

   the Contact field.  The Contact field gives the URI of the proxy.

   The recipient is expected to repeat this single request via the

   proxy.  305 (Use Proxy) responses MUST only be generated by UASs.

From TS 24.229,( it sounds like the CONTACT is not used)

On receiving a 305 (Use Proxy) response to the REGISTER request, the UE shall:

a)
release all IP-CAN bearers used for the transport of media according to the procedures in subclause 9.2.2;

b)
initiate either a new P-CSCF discovery procedure as described in subclause 9.2.1, or select a new P-CSCF, if the UE was pre-configured with more than one P-CSCF's IP addresses or domain names;

c)
select a P-CSCF address, which is different from the previously used address, from the address list; and

d)
perform the procedures for initial registration as described in subclause 5.1.1.2.

Proposed Solution
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4: SIP 305

1. UE 1 registered with IP1a first, then UE 1 detects SBC 1 (IP1a) failure and perform new registration to the 2 P-CSCF on its PCO
list (i.e. 1P2b)

2. UE 1is successful registered to SBC 2 via IP2b port.

3. After predetermined timer? Or some m anual/autom atic procedure, SBC2 decides to switch UE 1 to its primary P-CSCF.
4. When UE performs re-registration to SBC2 via IP 2b interface, SBC 2 reject the re-registration using SIP error code 30S.
5. SBC goes back its PCO list, and performs new registration to SBC 1 via IP1a
