Procedures for adding new media on controllee UE by controller UE

The SC UE procedures for adding new media to a controllee UE by the controller UE is the same as the procedure described in subclause 16.2.2.1 with exception that the controller UE additionally sets the port numbers for the media types of the media components (in the "body" URI header field of the SIP URI in the Refer-To header field of the SIP REFER request) which are already served by the controllee UE to values from the corresponding media lines received during the last successful SDP offer and answer exchange with the remote party.
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
