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1. Overall Description:

CT4 would like to thank GSMA IREG PACKET/RILTE group for “LS (IREG LS_132) to 3GPP CT1/CT4 on usage of XCAP for Voice over IMS”. 
Based on the received LS, CT4 discussed and agreed the attached CRs.
During the discussion, the following was realized:

1) XCAP Root URI construction rules result to two different XCAP Root URIs:
(a) if UICC contains USIM and does not contain ISIM; and
(b) if UICC contains ISIM and the IMPI configured in the ISIM has the format of "<IMSI>@ims.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org".
As XCAP is used in IMS in both cases above, the XCAP Root URI construction rules were extended to reach the same XCAP Root URI for both cases above.  This has been corrected in the CR, which also shows examples of the generated XCAP Root URI.
This change has been agreed from Rel-8 onwards (C4-120521, C4-120522, C4-120523, and C4-120524). Attached are all of the related CR’s, which only differs due to the difference in the base specification that is modified. The resultant XCAP URI definition is the same in all releases.

2) When XCAP is used with GAA and ISIM is used in bootstrapping where the IMPI on the ISIM has the format of "<IMSI>@ims.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org" then the BSF address construction rules also construct an address not resolvable by the UE, i.e. “bsf.ims.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org” (missing “.pub” sub-domain/label). 
This has been corrected in the CR, which also shows examples of the generated BSF address.

Please note that the BSF address construction rules result to two different BSF addresses:

(a) if USIM is used in bootstrapping; and

(b) if ISIM is used in bootstrapping and the IMPI in the ISIM has the format of "ims.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org".

However, this is considered correct as the BSF can be used in both IMS and non IMS signalling.
This change has been agreed from Rel-6 onward as attached (C4-120530). Note that only the release 6 version is attached, as modifications to later releases are identical.
