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1. Introduction
At CT1 #75, CT1 discussed introduction of  NRI based VLR selection (instead of IMSI hash) at the MME and SGSN for CSFB and NMO=1 (i.e. combined procedures) in C1-114821. An outgoing LS was sent to SA2 in C1-115219.
The purpose of this document is to present the current status and to solicit support for further work.
2. Discussions
SA2 at its Elbonia meeting, SA2 #88E discussed the CT1 LS but did not agree on a reply LS. The incoming LS is on the agenda for SA2 #90, which is carried out in parallel to this CT1 meeting.
In our view, it is likely that SA2 will forward the question on privacy on TMSI to SA3, and ask CT1 and possibly CT4 to investigate whether any network impacting only solution is possible.

TeliaSonera has continued its analysis of possible solutions not impacting the User Equipment, and would like to present that analysis at this meeting.

As can be seen from the presentation (C1-121101), the TMSI/NRI solution solves the problem completely for supporting UEs, and even though several network only based approaches have been analysed no such approach ( without resorting to excessive HLR signalling) can fully solve the problem. 
TeliaSonera would like to go ahead with the UE updates for Release 11 with CRs, but our view is that the network only solution for legacy UEs needs further discussion, considering complexity and benefits.
Therefore continued analysis and discussion is needed, preferably before the Kyoto meeting.
Our intention is to bring CRs to CT1 #78 in Kyoto.
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
