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1. Introduction
This is a proposed TR conclusion for fixed access broadband interworking
2. Reason for Change
As agreed at the beginning of the working item, the new TR 24.820 is created in order to identify FMC specific procedures in addition to 24.302 procedures related to access authentication and authorization and tunnel management; IP mobility mode selection; and security aspects. A decision will be made later as to whether this material is specified in a new specification or in 24.302.
After this meeting (C1#77), the building block 1 is almost completed. Building block 2 is also started. Even building block 2 is not completed yet and building block 3 is not started yet, the amount of work is clean. Therefore it is a good time to make the conclusion of the TR. 

The additional text specified in the TR 24.820 compare to 24.302 is listed as following:

· QoS support (section 7)

· Offloading procedure (new CRs submitted in this meeting, C1-121047)

· Additional Tunnel management procedure (section 8)

· Additional IKEv2 attribute for reflective QoS notification (section 12) 

There are also some additional texts which may be specified in future releases: 

· S2a procedures 

· ANDSF improvement

There are two alternatives for CT1 to start normative work: 

Alternative 1: creating a new TS and move the text in the TR into it.


Pros:

· Clean solution. Easy to document all the additional UE/network requirements due to BBF interworking

· No impacts on existing procedures.

· Align with stage 2

Cons:

· One more additional TS

The following is the new TS Skeleton for alternative 1:

The present document studies the additional UE – EPC procedures within the scope of 3GPP TS 24.302 [2], for the interworking between a 3GPP system and a Fixed Broadband Access network defined by Broadband Forum to provide the IP connectivity to a 3GPP UE using a WLAN and a H(e)NB connected to a Fixed Broadband Access network.

The specification covers the discovery and network selection procedures, QoS aspects, Tunnel management procedures, selection of the IP mobility mode, Authentication and Access Authorization using Authentication, Authorization and Accounting (AAA) procedures, and IP CAN session impacts. 

The present document is applicable to the UE and the network. In this technical specification the network is the 3GPP EPC.
