New version was submitted on 29-11-2011 and is currently is in AD evaluation with a revision needed. Some of the review comments may be of concern:

draft-ietf-sipcore-rfc3265bis which is work in progress updates rfc3265 which previous version of this draft referenced. As the draft which updates rfc3265 received consensus in relevant workgroup (SIPCORE) to progress the draft as a workgroup item, it is only sensible to reference the updated version of rfc3265.
Is it an issue that draft-ietf-bliss-call-completion reference draft-ietf-sipcore-rfc3265bis? This has two impacts i) it sucks in RFC3265bis into release 8 which currently references RFC 3265 and ii) it acts as a unstable dependency which may delay publication.  RFC 3265 deprecates subscribing using the same dialog that was established using INVITE. Do we want to try and push back on referencing RFC3265bis?
Also Area Director Robert Sparks has a concern that the draft breaks the semantics of both PUBLISH and RFC3265, and that there are open security issues.
