Examples of conflicts are when, for a given media type, different IP versions are used on each access leg, or when the same payload type number has been assigned to different codecs on each access leg.

When the SCC AS receives an SDP offer on the target access leg, the media types on the target access leg and the remote access leg, can be in conflict. The way SCC AS resolves the conflict is implementation dependent.
