	This proposal applies to SIP signaling passing between home networks.
As agreed to CR#4033 in the CT1#78 meeting, an AS can change the received 3xx response in order to protect the originating UE against connecting to an unexpected service.

Involving AS in the communication path only for the purpose of changing 3xx response is not considered as the best solution for all SIP signaling in actual operation and not efficient because AS is not a mandatory entity in case of signaling passing between home networks.

Therefore, this CR proposes that IBCF(exit point) located between home networks changes 3xx response.

The reason to apply to the IBCF(exit point) is that the issue is considered for 3xx response sent from terminating UE served by different operator from originating UE, bacause the terminating UE is under control in the originating home operator in case of terminating UE served by same home operator as originating UE, and the terminating UE is NOT under control in the originating home operator in case of terminating UE served by different operator from originating UE.

With this proposal, there are the following advantages.

· In case an agreement to provide no service using 3xx response exists between the operators, 3xx response can be changed regardless of whether AS is involved or not.

· This solution can protect the originating UE which is old release without enhancement of the UE against receiving abusive 3xx response.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	A subclause "IBCF procedures for SIP responses" is created under subclause "5.10.6 Screening of SIP signalling" to allow an IBCF(exit point) to modify 3xx responses that contain a Contact header field.
Note: Subclause 5.10.6 which is added new subclause under itself is referred by only IBCF acting as an exit point.

IBCF procedures for SIP responses
Upon receiving a 3xx response to a request from other network that contains a Contact header field, if an agreement to provide no service using 3xx response exists between the operators, the IBCF located in the home network of originating UE may remove the Contact header field or modify the response code from 3xx to an appropriate non 2xx response code (e.g. 5xx response code) based on operator policy before sending the response towards the UE.
