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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 would like to thank GSMA TSG for the LS (C1-122576/TSGWIF_111) on "Publication of GSMA's Recommendations for Minimal Wi-Fi Capabilities of Terminals v1".

The LS states "We welcome your feedback to the current version, ideally by end of June 2012."

CT1 collected the following comments on the document:

- Comment to requirement TSG22_SEC_03 "Terminals SHOULD support legacy authentication.":  since "legacy authentication" is not defined in the GSMA document, it cannot be evaluated whether the requirement is in line with 3GPP CT1 specifications.

- Comment to requirement TSG22_CM_18 "Terminals SHALL select a Wi-Fi network according to the terminal’s pre-configured network identifier (e.g. SSIDs).": when WLAN access is connected to EPC or when I-WLAN is used, the UE associates with an WLAN access point of the PLMN selected for WLAN access according to 3GPP TS 24.234. The parameters used for selection are listed in 3GPP TS 24.234 clause 7. Further prioritization among WLAN access points of the PLMN selected for WLAN access can be indicated by SSID and HESSID of ISRP or ISMP in ANDSF management object defined in 3GPP TS 24.312.
- Comment to requirements TSG22_CM_39 "Terminals MAY make use of concurrent Wi-Fi and cellular mobile network access to allow for handover of network services." and TSG22_CM_40 "Terminal SHALL keep the 3GPP mobile network connection e.g. PDP contexts during Wi-Fi access.": when performing handover of a PDN connection from 3GPP access to WLAN access, the PDN connection is removed from the 3GPP access. When UE establishes multiple PDN connections (each to a different APN), each PDN connection can be handed over independently.
