the MM sublayer provides services to the entities of the Connection Management (CM) sublayer. In addition to the MM entity for non-EPS services, the MM sublayer further includes one EMM entity;

the CM sublayer includes among others, the CC, SS, ESMS and ESM entities, which are independent entities; "
The MM sublayer of UEs supporting CS/PS mode 1 or CS/PS mode 2 of operation will receive the requests for non-EPS services from CM sublayer (e.g. the CC or SS entities).

When the UE supporting CS/PS mode 1 or CS/PS mode 2 of operation enters the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.ATTEMPTING-TO-ATTACH due to whatever reason (e.g.T3410 timeout), the UE will start a timer T3411 or T3402. Then the requests for non-EPS services from CM sublayer (e.g. the CC or SS entities) have to be delayed to the expiry of T3411 or T3402 which will take much longer time (the value of T3411 is 10s and the default value of T3402 is 12m). Note that the MO-CS services, especially the MO-CSFB requested by the user is much time-sensitive. To delay such longer time is unacceptable from the user point of view.
Hence, it proposes to add the requests for the non-EPS services from the CM layers as a combined EPS attach trigger for the UEs in EMM-DEREGISTERED. ATTEMPTING-TO-ATTACH.
Note that here the trigger should not cover the requests for the EPS services from the CM layers (e.g. ESM entities). The ESM requests may be automatically triggered by the request from the applications without user interaction, such frequent ESM requests will make the singalling flood to make the radio channel and network congested and even overloaded.
The similar reason applies for the combined TAU case.

shall initiate an attach or combined attach procedure when the tracking area of the serving cell in the current PLMN or equivalent PLMN has changed, if timer T3346 is not running and the tracking area of the new cell is not in one of the lists of forbidden tracking areas;

shall use requests for non-EPS services from CM layers to trigger a combined attach procedure, if timer T3346 is not running; and
