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1. Introduction
This document adds description of fallback of an IM TP session in TR 24.803.
2. Reason for Change
This contribution provides a description of an IM session supporting telepresence downgrading to a non-telepresence session(termed fallback). This is currently not covered in TR 24.803.
3. Conclusions

The changes in this contribution are proposed to be incorporated in the new TR.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree to the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.803 v0.3.0.

5.5.3
Terminating an update procedure
When the TP UE or the conference focus in case of conference receives an update message to the ongoing IM session supporting telepresence, it shall:
1)
finalize the CLUE exchange with the participant if needed, for example it may choose to make a new configuration on the available media captures;
2)
may send a new update of SDP offer/answer to apply the necessary media stream modifications, based on the exchange of CLUE messages;

In case of conference, the conference focus shall further:

3)
determine whether session update is needed between the conference focus and other participants in the same conference supporting telepresence, if so, the conference focus shall initiate the update procedures accordingly.

The update may result in a fallback from an IM session supporting telepresence to a normal IM session during an existing session. There may be additional situations that will cause a fallback (these may also apply to the origination procedures):

1)
If one or more media captures are removed via the exchanges of CLUE messages and cause the remaining streams to be only audio streams, there may be a fallback to the basic session (i.e. the call stays in session but the CLUE channel is removed);
2)
If the local configuration of the TP UE has been changed, and the changes cause the CLUE channel to close automatically, there may be a fallback to the basic session;
3)
If the SCTP channel is closed suddenly because of some bearer/IP connection error, and the corresponding CLUE channel is be closed, there may be a fallback to the basic session.
Editor's note: The indepth details regarding information element on how to identify fallback to a basic session are left for further completion.
