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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 thanks GSMA SOLU for the LS to 3GPP SA5 on Population of the destination address in VoLTE related charging information. SA5 understands that SOLU has identified a requirement for interconnection charging information to include identification of the requested destination in addition to Inter-Operator Identifiers (IOIs) when an IMS session traverses a Network-Network Interface (NNI). As explained in the LS, some of the NNI cases are already handled due to the fact that the destination is included in the Request-URI already available in the charging information. For those cases related to roaming legs, SOLU indicates the need for additional information regarding the requested destination that is not available in the Request-URI, but rather, transported via SIP in the Route header.

SA5 acknowledges that the Route header information required to determine the requested destination for these roaming legs is not currently available in the charging information. In order to support the need identified SA5 has approved change requests for 3GPP Release 11 to include the SIP Route header received and transmitted summarized in the following table.
