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1. Introduction
This document addresses the open issue on BFCP usage in point to point session for TR 24.803.
2. Reason for Change
An editor’s note in sub-clause 5.2 of TR 24.803 was added to discuss the BFCP usage for point to point session, which was not covered in existing 3GPP CT1 specifications.

BFCP, which is normally used in conference case as specified in 3GPP TS 24.147, can also be used in point to point case according to IETF RFC 4582. This is therefore addressed for point to point session supporting telepresence in the current TR 24.803, as: "The presentation procedures as described above may be also applied when a TP UE initiating a point to point IM session, which follows the relevant definitions such as BFCP as defined in IETF RFC 4582 [7]."
3. Conclusions

The changes in this contribution are proposed to be incorporated in the new TR.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.803 v1.0.0.

Binary Floor Control Protocol (BFCP)
BFCP, as defined in IETF RFC 4582 [7] and IETF RFC 4583 [8] and adopted by 3GPP TS 24.147 [2], is used to offer floor control of shared resources in an IM session supporting telepresence.

There is no special enhancement to BFCP in order to support an IM session supporting telepresence.
