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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed a CR where it is proposed that when a UE already has an existing PDN connection that was established upon a request from the upper layers with EAB override, then – as long as that PDN connection exists – all subsequent requests for network access should use EAB override as well, regardless of whether they are for that same PDN connection or not. This considers the following use case scenario:-
· an App which is of high/important priority makes a PDN connection and as part of its request, indicates to NAS "overide EAB".

· After this PDN connection has been established, some time later the mobile goes back to IDLE.

· Now another App of low priority e.g. browsing, wants to access the NW. This App of lower priority when making a request to NAS will NOT indicate "override EAB".

· Because there is already a PDN connection that had been established with "override EAB", "override EAB" should EAB override continue to be applied?.

CT1 asks SA2 to determine if it is correct or not correct that when a UE has an existing PDN connection that was established with EAB override, then all subsequent network access requests by that UE continue to apply EAB override as long as the PDN connection that was established with EAB override exists.
2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG SA WG2.

ACTION: 

CT1 kindly request SA2 to determine if it is correct or not correct that when a UE has an existing PDN connection that was established with EAB override, then all subsequent network access requests by that UE continue to apply EAB override as long as the PDN connection exists.
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
