	1). Currently 24.302 specify that during automatic PLMN section, the UE needs to send ANQP request to each selected WLAN.  

1) together with the UE support IEEE Std 802.11-2012 [57], the UE shall send an ANQP request to each selected WLAN. If the UE receives ANQP response including the Supported PLMNs list for WLAN access with the "Info ID" not equal to "3GPP Cellular Network information" the behaviour of the UE is outside the scope of this specification;
The wording "each selected WLAN" gives wrong impression that WLAN has already been selected which is incorrect. In fact ANQP procedures for requesting the supported PLMNs is part of the steps for WLAN selection, and the ANQP request should be sent to all WLANs in the prioritized list of available WLANs constructed by the UE. This needs to be clarified.
Also the second sentence on receiving ANQP response with "Info ID" not equal to "3GPP Cellular Network information" only provides some information and has no UE requirements, therefore should be in a note instead.

2). It is stated in 24.302 that in case of automatic PLMN selection mode for WLANs that UE shall select and attempt to authenticate with an available and allowable PLMN:

Based on the results of Items 1) - 2) above, the UE shall choose an available and allowable PLMN in the following order:
However there could be more than one PLMN that is available and allowable, so it is not clear which one is used for authentication. The term "most preferred PLMN" should be used here as the result of PLMN selection process as specified by Stage 2.  
3). In bullet a), "active WLANSP rule is provided by the 3GPP RPLMN" is listed as a condition for selecting RPLMN as the most preferred PLMN:

If the "prefer 3GPP RPLMN" indicator is available and set to prioritise RPLMN and the active WLANSP rule is provided by the 3GPP RPLMN, then:
… 
But according to agreed CR S2-140454 (CR1236r2), the condition “the active WLANSP rule is provided by the 3GPP RPLMN” is useless and not needed. Given that this condition has been removed from latest stage 2, this condition needs to be removed here as well. 
4). Currently if the PSPL is set to "prefer 3GPP RPLMN"and the UE is EPS or GPRS attached to a visited network, 24.302 separates the two cases on whether the UE is provided with a list of available PLMN IDs:
i)
If the UE is EPS attached or GPRS attached (see 3GPP TS 23.122 [4]) to a visited PLMN and the UE is:

not provided with a list of available PLMN ID(s) , e.g. based on the results of Items 1) - 2), the UE shall use the PLMN identity of the RPLMN or an equivalent PLMN (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [10] or 3GPP TS 24.008 [46]) that is stored in the ME in the creation of the decorate NAI (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [3])
2)
is provided with a list of available PLMN ID(s) served by the access network, e.g. based on the results of Items 1) - 2), and the current RPLMN or an equivalent PLMN is contained in the list of available PLMN ID(s), the UE shall use the PLMN identity of the RPLMN or an equivalent PLMN (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [10] or 3GPP TS 24.008 [46]) that was provided as a result of Items 1) – 2) in the creation of the decorate NAI (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [3]);
However this separation is not needed. Regardless whether the UE is provided with the list of available PLMN ID or not, the RPLMN identity can always be obtained from the ME. In addition, given that the RPLMN/EPLMN identity obtained from the ME will always be the same as the the RPLMN identity from the list.
In fact if the PSPL is set to "prefer 3GPP RPLMN"and the UE is EPS or GPRS attached to a visited network, stage 2 specifies that the UE shall select the 3GPP RPLMN or a PLMN equivalent to 3GPP RPLMN as the PLMN over WLAN access:
The PSPL indicates also whether or not the UE shall prefer to select over WLAN access the same PLMN as the one currently registered over 3GPP access (known as the 3GPP Registered PLMN, 3GPP RPLMN). If the PSPL is set to "prefer 3GPP RPLMN", the UE selects the 3GPP RPLMN (or a PLMN equivalent to 3GPP RPLMN) as the PLMN over WLAN access. If the PSPL is not set to "prefer 3GPP RPLMN", the UE selects the PLMN over WLAN access as described in clause 4.8.2b.

5). S2a connectivity preference needs to be consider when selecting PLMN. This logic is currently missing.

Corrections and alignments to stage 2 are needed.

Automatic PLMN selection mode procedure
In case of automatic PLMN selection mode for WLANs, that UE shall select and attempt to authenticate with a most preferred PLMN. 
The UE shall first request the list of supported PLMNs for each WLAN in the prioritized list of available WLANs as follows:

1)
For WLAN that supports IEEE Std 802.11-2012 [57], the UE shall send an ANQP request to each availableWLAN. Upon receiving ANQP response message, the UE shall obtain the list of PLMNs that can interwork with this WLAN from the advertised 3GPP Cellular Network information (see IEEE 802.11-2011);
NOTE 1:
In order for the UE to receive the ANQP response the WLAN needs to support advertisement of PLMNS.
NOTE 2:
If the UE receives ANQP response including the Supported PLMNs list for WLAN access with the "Info ID" not equal to "3GPP Cellular Network information" the behaviour of the UE is outside the scope of this specification.
2)
For WLAN that does not support IEEE Std 802.11-2012 [57], but supports IEEE 802.1x authentication, the UE shall request for a list of supported PLMNs by issuing an EAP-Response/Identity message to the WLAN including as identity the alternative NAI defined in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3].
Based on the results of Items 1) - 2) above, the UE shall choose the most preferred PLMN in the following order:
a)
If the PSPL is set to "prefer 3GPP RPLMN" and if the UE is EPS attached or GPRS attached (see 3GPP TS 23.122 [4]) to a visited PLMN, then the UE shall use the PLMN identity of the RPLMN or an equivalent PLMN (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [10] or 3GPP TS 24.008 [46]) that is stored in the ME in the creation of the decorate NAI (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [3]); and 
Editor's note:

b)
If the condition defined in step a) is not satisfied or no PLMN is selected in steps a), the UE selects the PLMN over WLAN access in the order of a prioritized service providers list defined in the following order.
