Authorization Revocation procedure

6.2.5.1
General

As defined in 3GPP TS 23.303[2], Clause 4.5.1.1.1, ProSe Function at any time can revoke the authorization for D2D authorization. The following procedures defined in Figure 6.2.5.1  describes the procedures.
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Figure 6.2.5.1.1: Revocation Request procedure

6.2.5.2 Handling Revocation Request at the UE
Upon receving the REVOKE_REQUEST message the UE shall perform following actions:

-
implicitly de-registers from ProSe Function;
-
notify all the applications about the revocation;
-
invalidate all the ProSe Application codes;
-
revoke all outstanding D2D communications; and
-
send the REVOKE_ACK message back to the network.
