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	Reason for change:
	The following scenario is found to occur:-
1) UE is registered and in last Attach/TAU Accept Message the value received by UE for timer T3402 value was not the default value.

2) UE is configured for "AttachWithIMSI and is entering a tracking area in a new PLMN that is neither the registered PLMN nor in the list of equivalent PLMNs.

3) Because of "AttachWithIMSI" the UE will perform Attach procedure not TAU procedure as mentioned in section 5.5.3.2.2 

4) Attach procedure fails for 5 times due to abormal cases and no ATTACH REJECT was received by the UE.
We found that in this situation present specifications leads the UE to start T3402 with the value old stored value given to the UE in previous (another) PLMN. 

This we find is incorrect. We find that in this case the default value for T3402 shall be used - same as the case of a new PLMN which is not in the list of equivalent PLMNs has been entered and the tracking area updating fails and the tracking area updating attempt counter is equal to 5” mentioned in section 5.3.6.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	If the UE enters a new PLMN which is not in list of equivalent PLMNs and the attach attempt to that new PLMN fails with attempt counter equal to 5, the UE shall start T3402 with the default value.

5.3.6
Handling of timer T3402

The value of timer T3402 can be sent by the network to the UE in the ATTACH ACCEPT message and TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message. The UE shall apply this value in all tracking areas of the list of tracking areas assigned to the UE, until a new value is received. 
The value of timer T3402 can be sent by the network to the UE in the ATTACH REJECT message. If an ATTACH REJECT message including timer T3402 value was received integrity protected, the UE shall apply this value until a new value is received with integrity protection or a new PLMN is selected. Otherwise, the default value of this timer is used.
The default value of this timer is also used in the following cases:
-
ATTACH ACCEPT message or TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message is received without a value specified;

-
the UE does not have a stored value for this timer;
-
a new PLMN which is not in the list of equivalent PLMNs has been entered, the tracking area updating fails and the tracking area updating attempt counter is equal to 5; or
-
a new PLMN which is not in the list of equivalent PLMNs has been entered, the attach procedure fails, the attach attempt counter is equal to 5 and no ATTACH REJECT message was received from the new PLMN.
