The value "offloading the traffic of the PDN connection via a WLAN is not acceptable" maps to "indication that the PDP context is not offloadable" as defined in 3GPP TS 23.060 [74] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [122]. The other values map to "indication that the PDP context is offloadable" as defined in 3GPP TS 23.060 [74] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [122]. The procedures in 3GPP TS 23.060 [74] when the MS receives "offloading the traffic of the PDN connection via a WLAN is not acceptable", "offloading the traffic of the PDN connection via a WLAN is acceptable" or a value indicating offloading in Iu mode is acceptable or not, apply. The procedures in 3GPP TS 23.401 [122] when the MS receives "offloading the traffic of the PDN connection via a WLAN is not acceptable", "offloading the traffic of the PDN connection via a WLAN is acceptable" or avalue indicating offloading in S1 mode is acceptable or not, apply.
