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1. Overall Description:

During the discussion of CT1 CRs on support of the new QCI values several questions were raised where CT1 is seeking clarification from SA2:

1. It is CT1's understanding that the new QCI values are not unique to MCPTT, and can be used by other services (e.g., eMPS). Is this correct?

2. CT1 noticed the following potential issue with these new QCI(s). If the new QCI(s) are allocated for pre-Release 12 UE(s) or UE(s) that do not support the new QCI(s), then there are two possible handling by the UE(s):
(1) the UE(s) will map the allocated QCI value to one of the existing defined QCI values (e.g. QCI-1 to QCI-9); or

(2) the UE(s) will consider this as a syntactical failure on NAS layer.
If the UE(s) behave as per handling (1) above, the overall bearer activation procedure will be successful. If the UE(s) behave as per handling (2) above, the UE(s) will reject the request. Consequently, the overall bearer activation procedure may end with a rejection response. CT1 would like to know the following:
i. If a rejection occurs, should this rejection be considered as a backward compatibility issue?
ii. If the answer to i. above is yes, CT1 would respectfully ask SA2’s overall architectural guidance on this subject.

Answers to these questions will help CT1 discussions on support of the new QCI values.
