	In LS C1-150037, SA5 informed CT1 that the study on the charging support of ProSe direct communication for Public Safety use had concluded, and the corresponding requirements and procedures were documented in TS 32.277 (approved at SA#66). This specification includes requirements on the data that the Public Safety, ProSe-enabled UE shall collect and report to the ProSe Function CTF (ADF) for charging purpose over a subset of the PC3 interface called PC3ch. SA5 asked CT1 to verify that the PC3ch is supported and to develop protocol enhancements if necessary.

In order to support PC3ch functionality, it is necessary to specify the transport protocol that the UE shall use to report the usage information data to the ProSe Function CTF (ADF) over PC3ch. It is proposed to use HTTP as the transport protocol (see C1-150139 for more details).

	This CR adds a subclause into subclause 10.3 created by C1-150071.

10.3.1
Transport protocol for PC3h Control Protocol messages for ProSe direct communication 

The UE and ProSe Function CTF (ADF) shall use HTTP 1.1 as specified in IETF RFC 7230 [18] and IETF RFC 7231 [19] as the transport protocol for ProSe messages transmitted over the PC3ch interface. The ProSe messages described here shall be included in the body of either an HTTP request message or an HTTP response message. The following rules apply:

The UE initiates ProSe transactions with an HTTP request message containing the PC3ch request(s);

The ProSe Function CTF (ADF) responds to the requests with an HTTP response message containing the PC3ch response(s) for the PC3ch request(s); and

-
HTTP POST methods are used for PC3ch procedures.
